Dear Friends,

       Have you ever seen a golf  cart with just one
seat? Probably not, because golf  is usually played
with others. In tennis, you need an opponent to hit
the ball back to you. In softball, you need a whole
team. But in golf, it's just you and the ball. No one
else swings your club, takes your shot, or retrieves
your ball. So why do golfers play in groups? Because

it's more enjoyable, more social, and more fun to compete while working on
improving your game.

Have you ever seen a synagogue with just one seat? Definitely not! The
whole point of a synagogue is for like-minded Jews with similar needs to
gather in one place. Yet of the many activities that can take place in a
synagogue, from celebration of holidays to study of our teachings to mark-
ing the cycle from birth to death, prayer stands out. Prayer is at heart a very
private experience. Even in a room full of people, it's just you and God.
That's why some people prefer to do their praying alone. The presence of a
congregation can be distracting, like when a fellow golfer is talking while
you're concentrating on a putt. Prayer calls for a personal focus, and each of
us finds it in our own way.

Often times, people describe themeselves to me as "spiritual, not reli-
gious." I think what they mean is they do better addressing their spiritual
and religious needs solo, rather than in lockstep with a group. Yet I also
meet people who feel it takes a group of worshipers to create enough
spiritual energy to sustain prayer. Over the centuries, Jewish tradition
accommodated both approaches. Some prayers were meant to be said alone,
perhaps at home. Other prayers called for a minyan, encouraging us to
gather collectively. But even in group prayer, there was a lot of room for
individual focus. In a raucous traditional shtibl, everyone prayed at their own
pace, chose their own melodies, and concentrated on the words that carried
the most weight for them. It sounded as chaotic as an orchestra tuning up,
as each worshiper tuned out their neighbor and tuned in to their own inner
voice. The result was the best of both worlds: a meaningful private experi-
ence of the sacred, in the context of a like-minded community gathering.
When Reform Judaism was first getting started, not all of its participants
knew their prayers well enough to go solo. Communal prayer became the
norm, with everyone going at the same pace, reading from the same page,
and joining in the same melody. The only opportunity for private prayer

came after the Amidah, when the room would go quiet for a minute or two.
The prayerbook called it "Silent Meditation," yet it was common for the
organist to play softly while the congregation read soundlessly.
In the synagogue where I grew up it was customary to use the time before
services for personal reflection. Out in the lobby, you could greet friends
and chat to your heart's content, but inside the sanctuary there was a hush,
as scattered individuals came early to do their private spiritual work while
the organist played softly. The gracious, high-ceilinged room was a comfort-
able setting for introspection and meditation. It offered the same kind of
peace that many find out in nature. Gradually the seats filled, and the indi-
viduals became a congregation and began their worship as one.

We run a risk, if  our services are too tightly scripted, of  letting "orga-
nized religion" crowd out our spiritual possibilities. But there's also a down-
side if we all go our separate ways. Like a golfer teeing off  alone, we miss
out on the vitality others can bring to our experience. Previous generations
were sustained by a balance of personal meaning and shared worship. That
is the way we will each meet our own needs, and help fulfill the needs of
like-minded others.

Religious School News

The Jewish Experience in
Central Europe - 1850 to 1918
A talk by Dr. Neal Mangham
Sunday, January 24, 2 p.m.

The Jewish communities of
Prague and Vienna were among the
most modern, free, and assimilated
of  all European Jewish groups. Jews
excelled, and were recognized
leaders, in music, economics, phi-
losophy, political thought -- Mahler,
Freud, and Theodor Herzl were
prominent in that exciting era for
Central European Jews. What's
more, this most cosmopolitan of
communities also founded Zionism
and contributed greatly to the
intellectual foundations of the
earliest Jewish settlement of Pales-
tine.

This presentation will trace the
rise and fall of these influential
Jewish communities, with emphasis
on the period between about 1850
and the First World War, to examine

Adult Education Presents the variety of ways Jews responded
to (and often led) the larger society
of  which they were part.

Dr. Mangham has served in
executive roles at private universities
in the United States and for 15 years
as president of universities in the
United States and abroad. His
research interests lie in  the history
of  Central Europe, including such
social movements as Zionism and
the development of nationalist
movements in the early 20th century
as well as the history of the Middle
East. He speaks frequently on
intercultural and international affairs,
and has taught undergraduate and
graduate courses in several countries.

The Jewish Experience in
Central Europe - Displaced
Persons
A talk by Professor Anna Holian
Sunday, February 7, 2 p.m.

After the Nazi regime was
defeated, Germany ironically be-
came a temporary home for many

Jewish survivors from Eastern
Europe. This presentation will focus
on the history of these Jewish
"displaced persons." It will cover the
immediate post-liberation period,
the establishment of separate Jewish
DP camps, the arrival of Jewish
refugees from Poland in the late
1940s, the efforts of survivors to
find new homes abroad, and the
Jews who remained in Germany.

Anna Holian is Assistant Profes-
sor of Modern European History at
Arizona State University. She re-
ceived her Ph.D. in history from the
University of Chicago. Her book
Between National Socialism and
Soviet Communism: Displaced
Persons in Postwar Germany is
forthcoming from The University of
Michigan Press. She is currently a
fellow at the Center for Advanced
Holocaust Studies at the United
States Holocaust Memorial Museum,
where she is working on a new
project entitled "Jewish Space in
Germany After the Holocaust."
