Dear Friends,

Do you have a favorite Haggadah for Pesach? I
thought I did, but every few years, I find myself "in
search of the perfect haggadah." As a kid, I remem-
ber a mishmash of haggadot around my grandpar-
ents' table. The oversize, dramatically illustrated
haggadah my grandfather owned came with a few

miniature copies for the participants, but there were too many relatives for
everyone to get one. Thanks to Maxwell House, we always had plenty of
free haggadot, plain, direct, and complete enough to get us through four
cups of wine.

Around the time the tradition of leading the family seder passed down to
my father, the Reform Movement published a new haggadah with intriguing
watercolor illustrations by Leonard Baskin. Known as the Baskin Haggadah,
it sold in the millions, though it was a bit confusing to use and some of the
pictures were downright creepy. Many years later as an adult, I saw an
exhibit of Baskin's sculptures and realized he was a great artist with an
expressive feel for Jewish themes, more so than the haggadah bearing his
name reveals.

When it was getting to be my turn to lead the seder, I thought I found a
winner in the Conservative Movement's "Feast of Freedom." A good clear
text, with lots of meaningful commentary, and delightfully bright illustra-
tions made this my favorite haggadah. Until the first Pesach I tried to use it!
Around our seder table I was the only one with a rabbinic education, and
this fine book, lacking transliteration of the Hebrew, was just too far over
everyone else's heads. Back to the bookstore! I went to the other extreme,
and selected "A Family Haggadah," by Shoshana Silberman, published by
Kar-Ben Copies. What it lacks in completeness it more than makes up for in
user-friendliness. Helpful instructions, fun songs, thoughtful footnotes, all
of  it designed with the timelimits of  young people in mind. My family and I
enjoyed this haggadah year after year.

Thanks to the Internet and desktop publishing, today it is quite easy to
create a haggadah tailored perfectly to any need. That's why we can find so
many choices available, for vegetarians and mystics and Zionists and
musicians. Even Maxwell House is still at it, having given away 60 million

haggadot since the 1930s, including the copies used last year in the White
House. I no longer have a "favorite" haggadah. I'm coming back full circle
to my grandparents' approach, where a variety of different haggadot, each
with its own emphasis and style, stimulated a lively seder.

How can you tell when you've picked a good haggadah? When it gets you
asking more than four questions. When no one is counting pages to calcu-
late when the food arrives. When the kids at the kiddie table look with envy
at all the fun going on at the grown-up table. You won't know for sure until
your seder is ended, but I have found each new text I've tried has added new
levels of meaning to every Pesach that followed, and my "search for the
perfect haggadah" will never be complete.
