Dear Friends,

One of the highlights of my recent attendance at the
Central Conference of American Rabbis' 120th annual
convention in San Francisco was a class dinner for all of
us ordained in 1985. Because the vast majority of CCAR
members are also graduates of the Hebrew Union
College-Jewish Institute of Religion, these yearly
gatherings of Reform rabbis also feel like reunions. I

reconnected with colleagues I've gotten to know over the years, but the evening
spent with my classmates was particularly meaningful. We all started out together
in Jerusalem, most of us just out of college. Some knew a little Hebrew, some had
majored in Jewish Studies, and a few had worked in Jewish settings, but by and
large we were wholly ignorant of what rabbis do and what rabbis know. This
meant we got to know each other as "civilians" first, before we were "The Rabbi,"
and so our shared memories are very precious. During that year in Jerusalem, our
main job was to master Hebrew, but at the same time we were getting our first
serious exposure to Jewish learning. Add to that all the challenges of daily life in
Israel (a foreign country, after all) and mix in a gradual panic about just what we
had gotten ourselves into. The group became each other's support network during
that time of growth and adjustment, which left us with a lasting bond. At the close
of  our year in Israel, we split up to attend the three American campuses of HUC
in New York, Cincinnati, and Los Angeles. Other students joined our class, and a
few delayed their studies and were ordained later. Death has already claimed three
from our year. Of  that eager and naïve bunch who gathered in Jerusalem in 1980,
nine of us made it to the dinner in San Francisco and despite the grey hair, we
could still see the fresh faces from 30 summers ago. In the same restaurant, at a
nearby table, sat HUC's Class of 2009. I looked over at them, at the very start of
their rabbinic careers, and wondered what paths their lives would take. I look back
on the changes the Reform Movement has pioneered since I started out (Outreach
to the Intermarried, Patrilineal Descent, Ordination of openly Gay and Lesbian
rabbis, Acceptance of same-gender marriage, Emphasis on ritual and Hebrew,
Growth of Reform Judaism in Israel) and I predict the Class of 2009 will also
encounter issues they were never prepared for. Like my classmates and me, they
are in for a life of professional development, personal growth, plenty of tsuris,
and incredible opportunities for holiness. I looked over at their table and smiled.
The years would pass, the numbers around their table would dwindle, their kippot
would sit on greying heads. One day they would sit where my class sits, and see
what we see. For now, I take it as a good sign that some of them looked over at us
and smiled back.

Days of Remembrance Observance April 13
A Child on Schindler's List

After the Nazi invasion in September 1939, Poland found itself in a
world of chaos, darkness, and total moral collapse. As most people stood
idly by and did nothing, the Nazi perpetrators along with their collaborating
allies persecuted Polish Jews, sending them to forced labor and death camps.
In the shadows of this evil walked a most unlikely hero. Even though he was
a member of the Nazi Party, a determined war profiteer, a womanizer, and a
heavy drinker, Oskar Schindler would become a savior of the Krakow Jews.
Using nothing but bravado and bribes, Schindler risked his life and spent his
fortune to amass a workforce of 1,200 Jews for his wartime factories. From
the fall of 1939 until the spring of 1945, he protected the "Schindler Jews"
from the worst of the Nazi atrocities. Today, there are more than 7,000
descendants of those on Schindler's List, giving real-life meaning to the
Talmud's teaching: "Whoever saves a single life, it is as if he had saved the
whole world." (The Talmud, Sanhedrin 4:5)

Although Stephen Spielberg's movie, "Schindler's List," powerfully
portrays this human drama, nothing can replace the experience of hearing
the remarkable story of Oskar Schindler firsthand from one of the Jews he
saved. And that is just what will happen at this year's Greater Prescott Days
of  Remembrance Observance. A full house is expected at 6:30 p.m. Tues-
day, April 13 at the Yavapai College Performance Hall, when Leon Leyson,
the youngest of Schindler's Jews, tells the story of the Holocaust in Poland
through the eyes of a 13-year-old boy. The event is free to the public, and
no tickets are required, but come early as seating and parking will be very
tight.
