Dear Friends,

I spent a recent Saturday at the all-day Shabbaton
for our Religious School children and their parents.
It was a beautiful day, and the natural surroundings
of  Camp Charles Pearlstein stimulated fun and
learning. In one of the exercises, the grown-ups
were asked to list the top ten features a place

needed to support Jewish life. In past centuries, Jews arriving in new loca-
tions addressed the necessities of Jewish life right away. First off, Jewish
communities established a cemetery, because in a world without modern
medicine, death from illness or childbirth was all too common. Second,
Jews secured a source for Kosher food, perhaps by employing a Shochet to
perform the proper swift and merciful killing of animals for meat. A
mikveh was a monthly necessity for all the married women in traditional
communities, and was used by the men as needed. Children had to be
taught to read and write by a Melamed in a Cheder (fortunately for the kids,
the same alphabet was used in Hebrew and Yiddish). For higher studies, a
scholar (not always a rabbi) was employed. If  there was a rabbi in the
community, his specialties would include legal advice and judgement, and
supervision of Kashrut. The honor of leading prayer services usually went
to whoever had the nicest voice, and any suitable space could be used as the
meeting area until an actual synagogue was built. Obtaining a Torah scroll
was always seen as a higher priority than the building it was kept in. Rarely
was a Jewish community so isolated that there wasn't a larger Jewish capital
nearby where necessities like tefillin, mezuzot, shofarot, and matchmaking
services could be found.

As the adult participants at the Shabbaton formulated our top ten list, it
became apparent that Jewish life has changed. Many of the rituals and
mitzvot that were essential to previous generations are largely unknown
today. Most of the objects and items a Jew might need will arrive overnight
at the touch of a few keystrokes, from handmade matzah to elegant candle-
sticks. It turns out that what we really need aren't physical things at all. Our
top ten list ended up with just two entries, and eight blanks. The number
one feature a locale needed to sustain Judaism was a community of Jewish
people, and the number two feature was the opportunity to learn more
about our heritage. As a rabbi, I felt extremely positive about this result. It
tells us that our highest goal is to connect with other Jews. Without this

solid foundation, all the Jewish resources in the world add up to very little.
What good is kosher food if there is no one to break bread with? Why learn
Hebrew if  our people's way of life is foreign to us? Why even consecrate a
burial ground if we barely know one another and will soon forget those
who are gone?

The Prescott area is fortunate to have a welcoming, accepting Jewish
community. We sustain each other and benefit the larger community as well.
It is gratifying to me as a rabbi that this congregation, small by some mea-
sures, is enormous in its generosity and in its commitment to Jewish life.
From our Torah scrolls to our Library to our Gift Shop to our Sanctuary to
our Cemetery, many of the necessities are already here. As for the eight
blanks still on our list, they are a sign that we are doing a fine job of meet-
ing our communal needs. If  you have an item you'd like to include on the
list, I know you will find many partners, including me, eager to work with
you.
