That’s what members said of actress
Gail Mangham who received a
standing ovation after performing
“Golda’s Balcony” on May 3 at the
temple.

EDITOR:  My husband and I have
just returned from a remarkable
performance of “Golda’s Balcony”
staged at Temple B’rith Shalom. This
one-woman show was written by
William Gibson (also author of
“The Miracle Worker”), based on
interviews with the play’s subject,
Golda Meir, and other witnesses to
Israel’s early days as an embattled
nation.

A beautifully written script bal-
ances the passion of one woman’s
true calling with the perils of loyalty
to one’s vision at all costs.  Gail
Mangham animated the life of
Mrs. Meir, Israel’s first woman
Prime Minister, believably,
touchingly and, ultimately,
profoundly.

Although survival often
appears to be life’s greatest
imperative (and, as Golda says,
“ a synonym for ‘Jewish’”), the
view from “Golda’s Balcony”
clearly reveals that peace is its
greatest prize.  Thank you,
Temple B’rith Shalom, for
sharing this treasure with the
community.

Street is acknowledged on a sign outside the National
Bank of Arizona building.

Librarian Barbara Galy came along and offered to help Fran catalog
the books by subject.

Lily Swan, a temple
accompanist and harpist who had worked in a college library, appeared
serendipitously to tackle the technical services aspect. Lily moved on when
her teaching load grew, and she could no long could spare the time. Suzanne
Exler, an English teacher and marathon runner (She and her husband, Alan,
host Movie Night.), appeared just in the nick of time. So here we are: a
library staff  of  two. That is not enough. We want you. We need you.

To speed up the task of organizing all the myriad materials that require
processing, we have temporarily said goodbye to the Dewey Decimal
System. What Suzanne and I are doing is this: We take a book that has not
been classified, stamp it with the temple stamp of ownership, examine it to
determine its subject matter, and place it right on the shelf where it belongs.
There are new shelf labels indicating the subject: from bible, anti-Semitism,
ethics, folklore, fiction and humor, to family life, cooking, history, holidays,
Israel, basic Judaism and Jewish thought.
