Bar Mitzvah Service

Dear Friends,
      With all the difficulties Jews had to deal with
over the centuries, you would think that the destruc-
tion of the Jerusalem Temple in the year 70 would
rank rather low on their list of immediate concerns.
Yet the richness of the traditions surrounding Tisha
B'Av (the 9th day of the summer month of Av) tells
us that the loss of our People's holy place was
something we never got over. Every year on Tisha

B'Av, Jewish communities would fast and gather to hear the mournful chant
of  Eicha, the Book of Lamentations.

Why grieve for something you never saw and never visited? I think a
clue is found in the many events our tradition says occurred on Tisha B'Av.
In addition to the destruction of Solomon's Temple by the Babylonians in
586 BCE and Herod's Temple by the Romans, we remember on this date
such misfortunes as the beginning of wandering in the wilderness before
entering the Land of Israel; the defeat of  Bar Kochba and the fall of Betar
in 135; the expulsion of Jews from England in 1290; the Alhambra Decree
of  1492, expelling the Jews from Spain, which took effect two days before
Tisha B'Av; Tisha B'Av in 1914 was the day Germany declared war on
Russia; and the mass deportation of Jews from the Warsaw Ghetto began on
the eve of Tisha B'Av in 1942.

Tisha B'Av served as a catch-all for much of the sadness our ancestors
endured. They confined their grieving to a single day, as if to prevent dark
feelings from overtaking the joy they celebrated much of the rest of the
time. They could bottle up their emotions all year long, and then give voice
to every bit of anguish they felt for one cathartic 25-hour period. The stoic,
stiff-upper-lip mask of strength they wore in the face of pogroms, disasters,
disease, and death was removed and the wailing began. Was it really the
Temple they wept for, or was it their personal losses that powered the tears?
Plenty of both. Tisha B'Av gave our people a safe, acceptable outlet for all
their accumulated hurt.

The symbolism of mourning for the Temple allows each of us to recog-
nize the reservoir of sadness every human being carries within. As we gather
to grieve the loss of Jerusalem this year on Tuesday, July 20, we each trans-
late the verses of Lamentations to fit our private losses. Our most sorrowful
melodies unlock our pain and unite our hearts. Even with Jerusalem vibrant
and thriving today, we still need Tisha B'Av, and as long as the human
condition endures, we always will.

She trained docents
to give participatory tours and created hands-on projects for families
and school groups that visited the museum's permanent and tempo-
rary exhibits.
