Dear Friends,
   It hardly seems like 12 months have passed

since I returned to Temple B'rith Shalom to lead
services on an interim basis. At the time, there
were so many uncertainties I didn't have a clear
idea of what lay ahead. It had been half a dozen
years since I had served as a full-time rabbi, and
I had doubts about my abilities and my
judgment. Fortunately, Temple President Bob
Casden recommended some trial services

without any further expectations, and this proved to be a comfortable way
for all concerned to adjust to a new reality. It didn't take me more than two
or three weeks to feel completely at home and ready to accept greater
responsibilities.

A year later, what have I learned? First, some simple lessons: Contrary
to my worries, I did not forget the Hebrew language, or every prayer I had
ever recited, or most of the melodies we sing. Sure, I was rusty and a bit
uncertain, but the good people of Temple B'rith Shalom were as generous
as ever with your patience and unflinching in providing me all the slack I
needed.

I also found that writing sermons was still enjoyable, and sharing my
thoughts each week with the community was a real privilege. I've tried to
place learning over opinion, and aimed to deliver a point of view that didn't
make everyone want to stand up and offer the rebuttal. Not every effort has
been a home run (as you well know!) but each of my messages from the
bimah has been received with the benefit of  the doubt and your genuine
respect.

I now know that it is easier to be a congregation's first rabbi than its
fifth (I've been both at B'rith Shalom). Though I bring more experience and
humility than I did a dozen years ago, changes in my life and changes in the
synagogue form a new equation. On every committee and project, I've
enjoyed the support of  partners ready, willing, and able to help us go
forward.

And a final, more philosophical lesson: I believe every rabbi, on some
level, is an interim rabbi. Whether we stay for 12 months, or 12 years, or
several decades, the continuity of a synagogue like ours comes as much
from the individuals and families who make up our membership as it does
from the person you honor with the title rabbi. I was privileged to know
about half the founders of B'rith Shalom, folks who got this party started

"Spirit of 1977." And each Sunday morning, when dedicated parents,
volunteers, and professionals join hands to re-create a cheder, a shtibl,
a chevra and a kehillah for the Jewishly-isolated kids of Greater
Prescott, we are guaranteeing the continuity of our People as well as
our first members' communal vision.

Down the road, succeeding rabbis here will not be as lucky as I
have been, to be warmly welcomed not once, but twice. It's a warmth
that comes from the heart, and these past 12 months it has warmed
and touched my heart. The heartbeat of  B'rith Shalom is as strong as
ever, and generations from now it will still pulse with pride, bringing
support and gladness to rabbi and congregants alike.

We make
sure our soldiers know that we care about and support them. Here's how you can help:

• COME to the temple at 1:30 p.m. Wednesday, Aug. 19 to help pack a box.

• WRITE  or type a letter to include with our shipments expressing our appreciation.

• DON ATE postage for our shipments ($11.95 per box) to the Rabbi Discretionary Fund.

For our medical units to distribute in Afghanistan: (used OK)
Kids clothes, kids shoes, small toy cars, stuffed animals, large towels, twin-size bed sheets

For our troops in isolated posts: (used OK)
DVDs, CDs, soft-cover books, magazines and small games, cartoons clipped from the daily newspaper

For all personnel: (NEW only)
Chapstick (Carmex), cough drops, baby wipes, foot/body powder, eye drops, soap (Irish Spring), detergents, razors,
toothbrushes/paste, sunscreen, body lotion, shampoo/conditioner (in one bottle).

She
will also bring addresses of military groups.

When you sit down to Shabbat

Temple member John Flinner
knows firsthand that many people in
Prescott can't afford the luxury of
three meals a day, let alone a roof
over their heads. John, who has lived
in the Prescott area for five years,
has been an active volunteer with
Granite Creek Hunger Ministry, an
organization that serves meals to the
homeless and needy every Saturday
afternoon in summer at Granite
Creek Park.

John's involvement began last
year after Carol, his wife of 42 years,
pointed out a story in the local
paper. According to the article, the
county health department was going
to shut down the Granite Creek

Hunger Ministry for running an
unlicensed kitchen in the park.
"What's going on?", John remem-
bers asking his wife. "These guys are
doing a great job." He wandered
over one day and decided that the
project was "pretty cool." After the
health department and hunger group
resolved their differences, John
became a "regular" and even do-
nated his family's chametz before
Passover. John says his experience
giving time to this worthy cause was
enhanced by the opportunity to
meet "a great bunch of people."

John makes it clear that his
longtime commitment to social
service isn't about accolades. Nor is
it a prerequisite or requirement for
another duty this busy retiree (who
has 19-year old and 5-year-old sons)
has on his plate: his upcoming

conversion to Judaism. Nonetheless,
he feels that becoming a Jew will
compel him to find an alternative to
the Granite Creek Hunger Ministry,
which does its work on the Sabbath.
John therefore has identified a new
project: Quixote's Garage, a drop-in
center located downtown that
provides shelter for those in need
from 8:30 a.m.-2:30 p.m. daily. His
duties may include, but are not
limited to, cooking a few gallons of
chili on occasion and donating
necessary items such as socks and
batteries.

John invites anyone who is
interested in learning more about the
Granite Creek Hunger Ministry or
Quixote's Garage to call him. He'd
be glad to share his experiences with
you and put you in touch with these
groups.
