Dear Friends,
Over the centuries, the Jewish New Year,

known as Rosh Hashanah, has taken on multiple
meanings. In Biblical times, it was the start of  the
festival season, culminating in the celebration of
Sukkot, the harvest holiday, two weeks later (Rosh
Hashanah always falls under a new moon, Sukkot
always occurs under a full moon). According to
the Mishna (the earliest Rabbinic writings), Rosh
Hashanah was the date from which foreign kings'

years of reign were counted. In contrast, Israelite kings numbered their years
from the first day of Nisan, just before Pesach in the Spring. There is a
debatable theory that early on, Rosh Hashanah was a so-called "enthronement
festival" marking God's enduring reign as King. One of the surviving clues to
that theory is the "Malchuyot" (royalty) section of the Rosh Hashanah service,
during which the Shofar is sounded. For many centuries, Rosh Hashanah has
served as the official beginning of the Ten Days of Repentance, our time for
introspection, apologies and forgiveness, concluding with Yom Kippur.

In our day, Rosh Hashanah has also taken on some of the feeling of a
Homecoming reunion. Because it is the first big holiday after a quiet summer,
and because it is a gathering of so many people who haven't seen each other
in a while, part of  the excitement we feel is the enjoyment of reconnecting as
a community. It makes us proud as we look out at all the filled seats, as we
hear the combined ring of hundreds of voices, and as we share a sense of
purpose and belonging. We may even feel the Presence of the "Homecoming
King" Himself, the Source of life with Whom we need to reconnect at least
once each year.
At the approach of this New Year, I am reaching out to former members and
other Jews who have been absent from our sacred gatherings. In the spirit of
reunion, I am inviting them to gather with our congregation, at least for the
holidays. This is a time of year when I want every Jewish household to know
they have a spiritual home with us. Please help me get the word out to your
Jewish friends, co-workers, neighbors and strangers that they are welcome, no
strings attached. Sure, they can join, donate, or sign up later if they choose to,
but right now it would be wonderful if they would simply show up and help
us all feel united. We'd like to plan for enough seats and books, so it would
help to RSVP, but no reservations are required. The only thing they need is a
sincere invitation from you.

It is my hope that our shared celebration of Rosh Hashanah will bring
added meaning to our lives, and enhance the New Year for us and for those
we love. L'Shanah Tovah Tikateivu - May we and all Israel be written in the
Book of Life for a Good New Year!
