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Letter from Rabbi Berkowitz
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September
Worship Services Dear Friends,

What was God thinking when our solar system was
put into motion in the sky? The moon goes around
the earth once every 29½ days. If  that were an even
30, then all of our months could have the same
number of days, and the middle of each month
would always be a full moon. Next, if  God sped up
the earth a notch, it could shave five days off  its

orbit around the sun. Our year would be exactly 360 days -- 12 perfect
months of 30 days each. While we're at it, how hard would it be to get the
earth spinning level, so every day would be an even 12 hours of light fol-
lowed by 12 hours of dark, anywhere on the planet?

If  God had created our world according to my vastly superior scheme, the
Jewish people would have an easier time reckoning our calendar. Holidays
would fall at precisely the same time each year. We would always know when
the next new moon occurs; in fact, the only difference between the Jewish
calendar and the secular calendar would be the choice of calling months by
their Hebrew or English names.

There would be a small downside. In the calibrated world, we would have no
seasons. Without a tilt to the earth's axis, summer and winter would be the
same as spring and fall. Sukkot and Pesach would arrive on time, but the
harvest seasons they celebrate would no longer exist. Oh well!

We might also need to recalculate our observance of Shabbat. If  we shorten
the week to six days, the math gets much easier. Sixty weeks per year. Five
weeks per month. Every month and every year would begin on a Sunday and
end on a Saturday. If  you were born on a Tuesday, your birthday would
always fall on a Tuesday. I recommend we get rid of Mondays, which aren't
very popular anyway, except during football season.

If  it's so simple, why didn't God create for us a neatly synchronized clock-
work universe? How come the sun, moon, earth, and planets never get in
step with each other? Ancient monuments from Stonehenge to the pyramids
show us how hard early civilizations worked to learn the heavenly cycles.
Their lives depended on properly judging planting time and harvest time. In
a simple tick-tock solar system, we would never have discovered astronomy
or physics or mathematics. Our most ingenious thinkers were challenged to

come up with clocks to measure time, which led to navigation, which made
possible exploration and discovery on a worldwide scale. It was the diffi-
culty of figuring out the seasons that first brought out our curiosity and
intelligence. If  the world were simpler, we would all be simpletons.

As we enter into Jewish Year 5771, with its 385 days and with its 13 months
-- some with 29 days, some with 30 -- we can certainly imagine a less com-
plicated world, but not a more thrilling one. Every morning we will wake up
to a beauty never before witnessed. Every evening we will reflect on events
never before experienced in quite the same way. Our moral sensitivity will
be sharpened daily by the conflicts and confrontations of an ever-changing
existence. We earn our lifetime's treasure trove of wisdom not from the easy
times, but from the surprises that don't fit the pattern. To make us in the
Divine Image, God only had to put us on this confusing, captivating planet,
and let our humanity emerge. For thousands of years we have been growing
by wondering and by asking and by trying and by hoping. May we use all our
human skills to come to know Creation, and may that knowledge bring us
an understanding, an appreciation, and a love for our eternal Creator.
